o Although AS cannot employ cadets, the funding would go back to students through
student jobs
o 28,000-30,000 to operate the shuttle every year 5-7hrs a day M-F
o This funding would allow AS to lease vehicles that would allow us to use them for
student events. This would partially eliminate the use of outside car rentals and bus
charters



o This fee increase would not fully cover the cost and additional activities funding would
have to be allocated
o Many board members agree with the concept of leasing vehicles, but are uncertain of
the implementation of a campus shuttle
o If we pay for the shuttle, it is unlikely another body on campus will give their money to
support it
o For estimations, Josie earmarked 40hrs a week towards student driving hours
o Josie will find out the exact number for leasing the vans from Franz
