Welcome to the Educational Opportunity Program at Cal Maritime! We look forward
to getting to know you through the Summer Bridge experience.

Summer Bridge provides you with an advantage as an incoming first-time student at Cal Maritime. You
will learn from returning Cal Maritime students who can share their experiences. You will come together
with other EOP students to support each other as you embark on your college education and form lasting
friendships. You will develop self-confidence in your surroundings and capabilities. You will also learn
helpful strategies to be successful at Cal Maritime and how to do it before most first-year students have
even stepped onto campus.

Please read through the following information to familiarize yourself with program expectations,
tentative agenda, and other relevant information.

What is Summer Bridge?

Summer Bridge is a mandatory summer program and experience for all first-time EOP students that is
offered free of cost. The primary focus of the program is to support EOP students towards a successful
transition to Cal Maritime and provide the opportunity to begin building a community with others
before the academic school year begins. The program includes skill and community building activities
designed to promote personal growth, academic competency, and a sense of belonging. Summer
Bridge lasts 5 days and 4 nights, and will take place on-campus (with the exception of off-campus
excursions), including lodging in the residence hall.

e Learning about university expectations

e Developing independent skills towards academic success

e Strengthening your confidence about attending Cal Maritime

e Learning about EOP program services and resources

e Familiarizing yourself with the campus environment and available resources

What are the benefits?

e Gain lasting new friends and a social support network

e Engagement in educational and resourceful workshops

e Opportunities to learn about campus resources and support services

e Get afeel for the Cal Maritime campus environment before the academic year begins
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Transportation Information

All students are responsible for their own transportation to campus on Monday, August 12, 2024.
Since Summer Bridge takes place before Orientation, students should plan to completely move into
their residence hall when they come to Summer Bridge. After Summer Bridge ends, students will
remain on campus and immediately participate in Orientation, followed by the start of the semester.

students only; family members are expected to arrange their own transportation.

Who and What Should | Bring with Me?

Summer Bridge is intended to be a fully immersive experience in helping students transition to the Cal
Maritime campus and college environment; therefore, guests are NOT allowed during the Summer
Bridge program. Parents are welcome to bring students to campus and participate in the afternoon
programming through dinner on Monday, August 12t", 2024. However, all parents are expected to
depart by 6:00pm. All meals, housing, and excursions are provided during Summer Bridge at no cost to
students. Our Housing & Residential Life department provides a guidance list on what to bring.
Students should bring the following items:
e Seasonally appropriate clothing for the duration of the Summer Bridge program,
including at least one pair of long pants, socks, a sweatshirt or jacket, and closed-toed,
rubber soled shoes
e Swimsuit and towel
Toiletries (shower items, toothbrush, etc.) and any necessary medication
Health insurance cards (Kaiser, MediCal, etc.)
Black socks and a white undershirt for uniform fitting, plus hair ties for students with
long hair

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Uniforms

Uniforms are not worn during Summer Bridge; however, students will have the opportunity to be
measured and fitted for uniforms during Summer Bridge. Students receiving financial aid have the
opportunity to have their uniform cost covered by their financial aid package (please communicate
with Financial Aid for specific details) once it is awarded in August. Uniform pieces will be distributed
to you during Orientation. If you plan to pay for your uniform out-of-pocket, please bring a check for
the appropriate “balance due at fitting” amount payable to the Cashiers office located in the
Administration Building.

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Program Rules and Expectations Form

The following rules and expectations are intended to help you gain the most from the program and guide you
in a positive transition to the college environment. Failure to comply may result in dismissal from the program
and/or university.

Participation: You are expected to participate in ALL academic programs, workshops, and activities as indicated
by the program schedule. Summer Bridge is a structured and closed program, meaning that you CANNOT leave
campus at any time, except for the off-campus excursion trips.

Cell Phone Use: To encourage students to be fully engaged, cell phone use (including texting) is not
permitted during regular Summer Bridge programming hours, except for during mealtimes and scheduled
breaks. An in-case-of-emergency number will be manned by a staff member 24 hours a day during Summer
Bridge should someone need to get in urgent touch with you.

Attitude: Summer Bridge students are expected to recognize that attitude is an important part of how you
communicate with peers, faculty, and staff. You are expected to do your best to maintain a positive
attitude and strive to communicate to make the Summer Bridge community work better.

Visitors & Pets: No pets or visitors allowed during the Summer Bridge program. No exceptions!

Roommate Conduct: Students may be assigned a roommate of the same gender during Summer Bridge. All
students are expected to interact with their roommate and shared space in a respectful manner befitting that
of a university student. Concerns should be addressed to EOP staff. If you do not have a roommate during
Summer Bridge, it is still expected that you maintain respect for the space.

Room Damages: Students are responsible for keeping their rooms clean and undamaged. Each room is
checked prior to arrival and upon check-out. All roommates will share the cost of missing or damaged items.
Damages arising out of student negligence will be paid directly by the student.

Smoking, Drugs & Alcohol: Using, possessing, or being under the influence of alcohol or drugs (except those
prescribed by a physician) is strictly forbidden at Cal Maritime. Any student found in violation of this rule will
be subject to dismissal from the program and disciplinary action by the university. Smoking of any kind
(including vaping) is not allowed on the Cal Maritime campus.

Fighting or Harassment: Fighting or harassment is against the spirit of Cal Maritime and a direct violation of
Title V of the Student Conduct Code of California State University. The penalty for being involved in these
activities will be dismissal from the program and disciplinary action by the university.
