©)Hazardous Material Spill: At A Glance Guide

e DO NOT Clean up chemicals unless the spill is small, you have been training in the proper method, equipped with PPE and have the necessary cleanup/containment equipment.
¢ Treat sewage backflow or stagnant water as hazardous and a potential environmental contaminant.

¢ Prohibit entry to anyone other than trained responders to spill area.

* DO NOT enter confined space unless trained, equipped and compliant with entry regulations.

e DO NOT attempt the rescue of another overcome by chemical vapors or gases in an enclosed room or area. Wait for trained responders

¢ Refer all large spills to outside contractors.
